CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

Contractor has to build the bicycle road and the corresponding rainwater protection between Mohács Ijász street - Sátorhelyi road (public road no.: 5702.) on the right side of roads no.: 5121. and 56.sz., total length: 4 296,15 m based on the road construction permit provided by the Contacting Authority.

The asphalt-surfaced road is 2,60 m wide, the shoulders are 1,00 m each. The shoulder between the drainage ditch and the shoulders is 1,00 m. The sideways slope of the bicycle road is 2,5%, whilst the shoulders’ 5%.

Further to this the Contractor is also responsible to prepare or obtain and provide for the Contracting Authority every document or permit (including the design of crossings, approaching and protection of public utilities) which is necessary for the implementation of the works, putting into operation and also for the safe operation.

Contractor has to prepare the documentation to obtain the permit to put into operation, but not the obtaining the permit itself.

The works are detailed further in the tender dossier.

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all legal persons [participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers] which are established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory  of the regions covered and/or authorised by the  specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below). All works, supplies and services under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. The participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EU external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 5% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
Economic and financial capacity of candidate:

a) the average annual turnover of the tenderer in the past 3 years must be at least EUR 600 000;
b) the candidate has to have liquid assets of EUR 300 000 in its balance sheets or direct access to a credit line for the same amount;
c) the balance of the company has to be positive at least in one of the previous two fiscal years;

Technical and professional capacity of candidate:

a) it must have completed at least 1 bicycle-road construction project with the value of at least EUR 300 000 and implemented during the following period:  5 years from the submission deadline. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned.

b) amongst its personnel, the tenderer must have at least one person, with the following qualifications/degrees:

i. civil engineer or architect

ii. licenced site engineer according to 244/2006 (XII.5.) Gov. Decree in category MV-KÉ/A (or equivalent).
